Drawing on
large-scale mixed-methods and experimental research, it examines how narratives—such as
those emphasizing personal agency, collective benefit, or government effectiveness—shape
bipartisan support or opposition to social assistance. By mapping the narrative landscape
surrounding poverty, inequality, and racial disparities, the work identifies communication
strategies capable of bridging ideological divides and fostering shared understanding of social
policy solutions.
